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Issues:

1. Can we use a web server to
serve up the production files?

2. How will the files be transferred
to the kiosk?

3. How will the files be packaged?
4. How will the kiosks be secured
and operating systems updated?
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(Note: The network protocols necessary to support the updating of the remote Ocean

Today Kiosks is available but not included as it is beyond the scope of this document.)
